What's the goal here?

To build resilient infrastruc-
ture, promote inclusive and
sustainable industrializa-
tion and foster innovation

Why?

Economic growth, social
development and climate
action are heavily depen-
dent on investments in
infrastructure, sustain-
able industrial develop-
ment and technological

In the least

progress. In the face of a
rapidly changing global
economic landscape and
increasing inequalities,
sustained growth must
include industrialization
that first of all, makes
opportunities accessible
to all people, and second,
is supported by innovation
and resilient infrastructure.

So what’s the problem?

Even before the outbreak
of the COVID-19 pandemic,




global manufacturing -
considered an engine of
overall economic growth

- has been steadily declin-
ing due to tariffs and trade
tensions. The manufac-
turing decline caused by
the pandemic has further
caused serious impacts

on the global economy.

In addition, the airport
industry, also an important
driver of economic devel-
opment, faced the steepest
decline in its history in the
first five months of 2020,
with a 51 per cent drop in
airline passengers due to
the global lockdowns.

Basic infrastructure like
roads, information and
communication technolo-
gies, sanitation, electrical
power and water remains
scarce in many developing
countries. In 2019, some
87 per cent of people in
developed countries used
the Internet, compared
with just 19 per cent in the
least developed countries.

How much progress
have we made?

Investment in research
and development globally
- as well as financing for
economic infrastructure in
developing countries - has
increased, and impressive

progress has been made
in mobile connectivity
with almost the entire
world population (97 per
cent) living within reach of
a mobile cellular signal.

Why should | care?

Inclusive and sustainable
industrialization, together
with innovation and infra-
structure, can unleash
dynamic and competi-
tive economic forces that
generate employment
and income. They play

a key role in introduc-

ing and promoting new
technologies, facilitat-
ing international trade
and enabling the effi-
cient use of resources.

The growth of new indus-
tries means improve-
ment in the standard of
living for many of us. If
industries pursue sus-
tainability, this approach
will have a positive effect
on the environment.

What is the price
of inaction?

The price is steep. Ending
poverty would be more
difficult, given the indus-
try’s role as a core driver
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of the global develop-
ment agenda to eradicate
poverty and advance
sustainable develop-
ment. Additionally,
failing to improve infra-
structure and promote
technological innovation
could translate into poor
health care, inadequate
sanitation and limited
access to education.

How can we help?

Establish standards and
promote regulations that
ensure company proj-
ects and initiatives are
sustainably managed.

Collaborate with NGOs
and the public sector
to help promote sus-
tainable growth within
developing countries.

Think about how indus-
try impacts on your life
and well-being and use
social media to push
for policymakers to pri-
oritize the SDGs.
